Also do a lot with R&U (Redistribution and Utilization).  Sell everything that we can.  Lots of interest in space items, like shuttle tiles, models.  We don’t count that toward our diversion goal though, with the exception of tires.

Writing contracts is very difficult.  Lots of sample contracts out there, but none that match up very well to how NASA does theirs, strangely enough.  Also, when I started looking at the sample contracts, I didn’t have a good idea of what I was looking at.  I didn’t understand Sections  L & M, didn’t understand how government contracts were structured.  Now, after 5 months, I’m a decent expert in contracts, if not procurement, but by now, it’s too late.  Everything has been written.  



To get good environmental language in there, get copies of contracts, even if you don’t understand the structure.  Work closely with your contracting specialist assigned to the contract.  Their job should be to take your technical wants and turn them into legal contract language.



My final thought on government contracts:  They’re far too complex for small businesses.  We ask for too much, and at the same time, we’re being told to back off and let the contractor figure out how to do it.  We ask for way too much in the proposal with numerous lengthy and detailed plans and the small businesses (HUB Zone) were stumped by the financial data we require them to provide.

Why endangered?  Loss of habitat due to coastal sprawl, loss of prairies in TX and LA. invasive species (plants and fire ants) and over predation.  Easy pickings for hawks.  Texas City refuge has removed all above ground utility poles where hawks can perch.  

In 1900s, probably a million acres of prairie and 6 million birds.

Currently, wild population is 50 birds.  Only found in TX.  

2 wildlife refuge areas where birds are released.



Staff comes twice a day to feed the birds.  In morning, they come to feed and water.  Evening remove the food.

Fun fact:  The male chickens’ mating display includes rapid foot stomping and ‘booming’, which is blowing out the neck sacks and making a low booming sound.  Some anthropologists hypothosize that the stomping dance of Native Americans is patterned after the stomping dance of the prairie chickens.



The breeding facility at JSC has been nicknamed “Boomtown” after the chickens’ booming sounds during mating displays.

The Zoo and other conservation agencies are very excited and hopeful at the increase in eggs.  Chicks are raised at the zoo until they are old juveniles, then the majority are released at one of the two prairie chicken reserves nearby.  The rest are brought back to JSC’s Boomtown.  Older chickens, past breeding age, are kept at the Houston Zoo exhibit.

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AQF was a big project for JSC.  It was a learning experience as well.  AQF uses natural, sustainably harvested materials, gravel parking lot, native landscaping, low VOC coatings and materials, high energy HVAC system, smart lighting.  JSC was very sad that MSFC beat us to first LEED certified building.



Had difficulty gaining LEEDS points because of the high energy demands of the building.  For its size, it uses a lot of power because of the computers and video displays.  Also, the astronauts are usually on a different schedule to prepare for launch, so they will be up and active at night, using more lights and power then.



The gravel parking lot created a small problem.  The Waste Management dump truck refuses to drive on the gravel parking lot to retrieve a dumpster.  They are worried they won’t be able to get back out.  So we had to relocate the dumpster away from the building, making more work for the Custodial staff.  We have had other problems tuning the HVAC system, including a small fire started by a stuck fan.



The specs were changed for the contract, but for various reasons, they were not incorporated into the JSC master SPECSINTACT.  So we’ll have to go through the same exercises for all new buildings until the SPECSINTACT are changed.



Next goal in to incorporate LEED concepts into small building rehabs, like conference rooms.  One goal is to do 7 conference rooms in one office building as 7 different green concepts, to try out various materials and styles and see which is most preferred by employees.  Our Logistics department is already aware of green materials and starting to incorporate more into building and furniture purchases.
